Besides, 
material type and background radio frequency (RF) noise also affect the coverage of a 
wireless network. You can maximize the coverage of a wireless network using the following 
methods:
1. Decrease the number of walls and ceilings between Smart Home Controller LS1015 
    and other network devices.
